Thank you for you interest and commitment to the Wausau Curling Club for the 2010-11 season.

We look forward to working with you to make this new league a fun and successful venture.

This letter contains 3 things that will be important in determining the league's success:

An outline of the registration process for the league

Important dates for the league and the club

Information about equipment, buying equipment, and other misc. information.

First, Registration.

August 26th on the Wausau Curling Club website, Registration and Ice Waiver Forms will be available for all league participants. All participants should download and fill out the forms.

-- If there are Rinks of 4 (a team) that want to sign up together as a team use one form (that saves you time), if one is confident enough they can be designated as Skip but you aren't held to that.

-- Groups of 3 who want a WCC member, as an experienced player should sign up as such leaving the Skip position open

-- Individuals who have no group fill out the form as best you can and we will place you on a team/rink with the help of Dan Wage

-- 4 persons per team/ 10 teams max - - if there’s more interest we’ll adjust

-- Dues will be $240 and are due by Nov 15!! They can be paid as early as the first Sunday games.

-- Payment of dues allows curlers to: curl, enjoy the clubhouse and beverages (beer and soda), use the kitchen, participate in club functions, and have extreme fun!!

-- Registrations should be delivered / mailed to Dan Wage at the Wausau Mine co. by

SEPTEMBER 17th
- - The WCC will provide on-ice instructors to help with "calling the house" strategy and assistance in the hack with deliveries; availability based on member participation and might vary weekly.

-- Curlers must have a separate pair of clean shoes for curling - - at a curling club the worst thing one can do is bring debris onto the ice, clean ice is Godly.

-- Sunday leaguers are welcome to play in other leagues (based on availability) and any member who participated in last season’s Spring League will be given priority into the Rookie League which plays on Wednesday night @ 7:30 (indicate if this applies on registration form).  Full club dues of $350 per year would be required to play in more than one league. In that case the number of leagues you might play in is limited only by available team / roster slots, and your endurance.

Second, Important Dates.

· August 26 - Thursday--Registration Forms available online @ wausaucurlingclub.com

· Sept 17 - Friday--Registration Forms due to Dan Wage

· Oct 4 - Monday--Skip's Meeting @ WCC 6pm (anyone wishing to skip must attend--rules, etiquette are discussed. It’s a great place to start and meet other skips who are also great helpers)

· Oct 28 and 29 - Thursday, Friday Informational Open House at WCC 5pm-9pm

· Oct 30 - Saturday--Rookie Clinic 8am to 3pm  - - Anyone and everyone is welcome to attend.   We encourage new curlers!!

· Oct 30 – Saturday -- Pebbling Clinic 4pm (This should be attended by all new members, especially Sunday Wausau Mine Co. League participants as ice cleaning and sprinkling or "pebbling" the ice for the next shift of curlers is taught)

· Oct 30 – Saturday -- Movie Night featuring "Men With Brooms" a great Canadian-humor curling movie with Leslie Nielson. Starts at 8pm (come down and meet more people and have some more fun)

· Nov 7 – Sunday -- First Sunday on the ice (Reserved for more experienced curlers, but the club is open its another chance to get out on the ice. Activities generally revolve around the Packers’ broadcast.)

· Nov 15 - - Last day to pay dues. Please pay early, like the first day of curling! There is a box that sits on the bar that’s marked for your WCC dues payment. Pay early – help our overworked Treasurer out.

Third, Equipment and Misc. 

For those who want to purchase equipment for the coming year and have it ready by season's start, should check out the StevesCurling.com website – a long time Wisconsin and USA curling supporter based in Madison. Anything on that site our resident equipment expert Ron Kopp can get and likely has in stock. Simply write down what you might like and bring your list to the Open House or Rookie Clinic and ask for Ron. Ron also takes calls at home - - his phone is 715-848-2013. 

Good basic brooms cost about $40 and sliders about $15. Ron will set up shop behind the bar during the Saturday Rookie Clinic and available to discuss equipment. If you want it ready for the start of the season, however, best to order ahead. There will be a limited amount of equipment available on the first Sunday for shared use, especially sliders. Call Ron with more questions and recommendations.

Two more guys to get to know: Rollie Corsten is in charge of clubhouse key sales and Scott

Campbell takes care of Liquor sales and bottle locker sign-ups - - Important: Our liquor license does not allow you or your guests to bring outside liquor purchases into the club - -- period. Bottles purchased at the club can be kept in the lookers mentioned earlier. Scott, also our club President, can explain this further when he is available the first Sunday. Lockers are also available for changing and equipment storage but are limited and shared. Wausau Curling Club branded clothing is available as well.
